different target groups: 
–  mailing list „Gesprächsforschung“ (discourse 

analysis, linguists) 
–  mailing list „H-soz-Kult“ (historians)

•  Introductory remark: get a better understanding 
for necessities of language resources for a 
researcher‘s virtual work place 
• 12 questions (see below) 
•  average time to answer questionnaire: 18 
minutes 
•  67 replies by linguists (2/09 – 4/09) 
• 188 replies by historians (5/09 – 7/09) 
•  results in the remainder refer to historians

14.10.2009 

Q: Which resources do you use?  
A:  
•  73% google books (at least occasionally), Zeno.org is used by 38% 

and Project Gutenberg by 49%.  
•  google books is explicitly not used by 9% of the participants 

(Zeno.org: 18%, Project Gutenberg: 22%) 
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Online questionnaire

Q: Which digital encyclopedias do you use?  
A: 80% Wikipedia (at least occasionally); Brockhaus: 50%, 
Encyclopedia Britannica: 36%, Spiegel Wissen: 25%.  
All encyclopedias are known by more than 90% of the participants 
(exception: Spiegel Wissen is known by 75%)

Q: Which digital dictionaries/word information systems do you use?  
A:  

•  Duden is known to all participants /  57% claim to use Duden 
•  Grimmsches Wörterbuch : 78% / 47%  
•  Kluge and Deutscher Wortschatz:   60% /  25%  
•  DWDS-dictionary and canoo : 40% / only 11% resp. 7%

Q: Which linguistic corpora do you use?  
A: All three suggested corpora are hardly known in the historian 
community (70-80% of the participants are unaware of their 
existence). Less then 10% of the participants actually use them.

Q: Which kind of search do you perform in the resources?  
A:  

•  Almost all participants (95%) claim to use full text search 
options 
•  68%: digital scans of printed publications 
•  Linguistic search facilities play only a minor role in textual 
search tasks (14%) 
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Online questionnaire 

14.10.2009 

Q: Which kind of linguistic search do you use [historians]? 
A: 
•  choice for the participants was between “concordance lines”, 
“morphological search”, “part-of-speech”, “semantic relations”, 
“named entity” and “search for syntactic patterns”. 
•  Only 22 participants answered this question (14%). Within the 
given range of answers no item appears prominently. Few 
additional items were mentioned: foreign words, bibliographical 
information and translations. 
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Difference: Historians - Linguists 

14.10.2009 

Q: Which kind of linguistic search do you use [linguists]? 
A: 
Each choice was selected between by 15% and 30% with 
semantic relations being most and named entities least 
prominent. 
A considerable amount of additional suggestions was made by 
the participants (related to conversation analysis):  
•  phonological form and phonetic realization 
•  paraverbal entities, extraverbal entities, multi-modal data  
•  etymological information

Q: What functions should text archives/
corpora make available?  
A:  

•  full text download: 76% 
•  possibility to annotate texts (50%).

Q: Which export formats should text archives/corpora provide?  
A: 

•  PDF : (73%) , TXT : 49 %, XML (21%)  
•  Only 4.5% : office text processor format 
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Online questionnaire

Q: Which means of text editing should text archives/corpora 
provide?  
A:  

•  This question was only answered by 16% of the participants.  
•  77% (of these answers) considered orthographic 
normalization and named entity annotation important.

Q: Can you imagine using web interfaces for linguistic tools?  
A:  

•  Only half of the participants actively answered this 
question;  
•  87% of the participants who answered this question 
nominated traditional web interfaces and 21% service 
based interfaces.

Q: What amount of text would you like to process using a web 
interface?  
A:  

•  only 27% of the participants answered this question  
•  number of documents with 10-100 (22%). 
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Online questionnaire

Q: Meta data and personal profiles. 
A:  
•  expertise given by the participants: history (67%) and cultural studies 
(20%). Minor areas: sociology, philosophy and political science.  
•  This profile corresponds to the target audience for the mailing list.  
•  self assessment question on word processor skills: "good" to "very 
good".  
•  Only 2 participants claimed “very good” XML editor skills and 28% 
reported “moderate” skills.  
•  For linguistic annotation tools 88% claimed only minor skills. 
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Online questionnaire - discussion 

14.10.2009 

•  Important text resources for target audience: commercial text 
resources (“google books”, “zeno.org”); hardly any linguistic corpora 

•  Dictionaries: “Grimm’sches Wörterbuch” almost as popular as 
“Duden”. Modern lexical information systems which are substantially 
based on computational methods are hardly known within the 
historian community 

•  The explicit use of linguistic corpora and linguistic search is not 
common among historians 

However:   
•  the possibility to automatically search across different 
orthographies is considered important 
•  preference for critical editions 
•  22% would like to process their documents (between 10 and 
100 on average); 10% know web services

•  Aim: establish a core corpus of the most 
important works in the German language. 
–  Text selection by: fellows of  BBAW, editors of the 

“Grimmsches Wörterbuch”, members of the 
consortium “Arbeitsgemeinschaft Sammlung 
Deutscher Drucke”  

•  Is funded by the German Research Foundation 
•  Digitises about 750 works from 1780-1900 (in the 

first project phase (2007-2010)‏) 
•  Vision: to be an active archive

•  Key features: 
–  Only critical editions (complete metadata) 
–  Offers digital facsimiles and full-text encoded in XML 

TEI P5 format 
–  Linguistic search: serialization of tokens, lemma, 

phonetic search (with rewrite rules for historic spelling) 
–  annotation functions => Vision: to be an active archive
